LET GO AND LET GOD

Isaiah 43:18 Do not remember the former things, nor consider the things of old. 19 Behold, I will do a new thing; now it shall sprout; shall you not know it? I will even make a way in the wilderness, rivers in the desert. 20 The beasts of the field shall honor Me, the jackals and the ostriches; because I give waters in the wilderness, rivers in the desert, to give drink to My people, My chosen. 21 This people that I formed for Myself; they shall declare My praise. 22 But you have not called on Me, O Jacob; but you have been weary of Me, O Israel. 
As we prepare ourselves for ministry time this morning, I want to share with you briefly on the topic LET GO AND LET GOD. 
· Yes, there is a time you need to let go and allow God to be God. This is the key for your breakthrough this morning – are you prepared to completely let go in order for God to get complete control of your situation.
· In the portion of scriptures we have just read, God was talking to the children of Israel who were captives in Babylon about what He was about to do.

· Regardless of your season or condition, God is still interested in you – most of the time, we fail to perceive God especially when things are at the lowest in our lives.

· God comes to a people who were despondent and discouraged because of their captivity in Babylon. Their faith was at its lowest as they could not see the way out of Babylon – are you caught up in a form of Babylon somewhere in your life and God’s deliverance has become a distant wish for you. 
· If you read the preceding verses, you will find that God started telling them of how He was going to find a way of breaking the power of their oppressors.

· As a way of encouraging them, God started reminding them of the great things He did for their fathers when He brought them out of Egypt.

Isaiah 43:15 I am Jehovah, your Holy One, the Creator of Israel, your King. 16 So says Jehovah, who makes a way in the sea and a path in the mighty waters;  

· Breakthrough begins by remembering what God did for you in the past.
· What has the Lord done for you in the past – for a moment, recount the things God did for you in the past.

· The events of the past will remind you of the greatness of God, they will remind you of His nature.
· This God who did those things is right here with you today – He has not changed a bit.
· In the past He made a path through the waters of the red sea, this time around He was going to make water out of the dry deserts.

· In other words, He that made dry land in waters can produce waters in the driest land.
· In the process of reminding them of the His past acts, God sprung up a change of course – He told them to move on from the past:

Isaiah 43:18 Do not remember the former things, nor consider the things of old. 19  Behold, I will do a new thing; now it shall sprout; shall you not know it? I will even make a way in the wilderness, rivers in the desert.
· Yesterday’s mercies will not be sufficient for today’s challenges – you need fresh mercies, fresh manna!
Habakkuk 3:2 O LORD, I have heard the report of You; I stand in awe, O LORD, of Your deeds. Revive them in these years; make them known in these years. In Your wrath, remember mercy!

· Remembering the past is only good enough to kick start your faith but not enough to take you into tomorrow.

· Tomorrow is for those who can believe better things about God’s goodness towards them. 

· He told them to forget about the past, not to remember the acts of old for He was about to do a new thing.

· Many people are stuck in their past and because of that they cannot move into their miracle.

· You can be stuck in your winter because it has been too long and that has become your new reality.

· Babylon was not their permanent residence though it had been long since they came from Jerusalem. In other words, do not settle in Babylon
· Sometimes you get caught up in yesterday to such an extend that it can become your god. If God did something for you in a certain way, you need to allow Him to be God and answer you in the way He wants.

· Your breakthrough comes with the ability to let go of trying to control the process and its outcome. This is what is called faith in God
· The children of Israel were discouraged with being in Babylon to such an extend that they had stopped believing and praying to God for a breakthrough. 
Isaiah 43:21 This people that I formed for Myself; they shall declare My praise. 22 But you have not called on Me, O Jacob; but you have been weary of Me, O Israel.

· Despite Israel’s unfaithfulness, Jehovah was still open to hear their petitions. I hear God saying, trust me again with this matter.

· In our state of discouragement, we have run away from God, we have gone astray, we have hurt God in the process.

· But God is faithful, He still calls you His own – it is for us to run back to Him with a broken heart. 

Isaiah 43:25 I, I am He who blots out your sins for My own sake, and will not remember your sins. 

· A repentant heart unlocks the mercies of God for you
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
